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Virginia Horse Center Barn Biosecurity when VHC has Knowledge of Sick Animals
(A Biosecurity Outline to be Posted in Stable Office, Show Office, and with Event Management & VHC Staff)
· Review the Biosecurity Plan and, when applicable, the EHM Quarantine Guidelines for Virginia Equine Events (Virginia Horse Center).
· Ensure all waste from the preceding event is removed by the contracted waste‑management provider.
· Clean and disinfect all affected barns, arenas, walkways, and related areas. Disinfect all equipment, including brooms, shovels, tractor tires, and truck tires.
On‑Site Procedures During Events
· Provide the Virginia State Veterinarian with the Show Manager’s and Show Veterinarian’s contact information, along with stalling assignments for the event.
· Coordinate with show management to identify and prepare designated quarantine stalls, if required.
· Oversee the loading of waste into roll‑off dumpsters for transport to the landfill.
· Ensure manure pits are emptied daily into roll‑off dumpsters.
Procedures in the Event of a Potential Disease Outbreak
· Immediately notify LeRoy Troxell and/or Stephen Shank.
· Maintain direct communication with the Show Manager.
· Obtain detailed information regarding the concern from the Show Manager and Show Veterinarian.
· Collect relevant information regarding the animal owner(s) and trainer(s).
· Contact the State Veterinarian’s Office at 540‑209‑9120 if they are not already engaged.
Procedures if Quarantine of Animal(s) Is Required
· Follow all directives issued by the State Veterinarian’s Office.
· Restrict access to the affected area until clearance is provided.
· Retrieve the Biohazard Box from the Stable Office (includes gloves, flagging, booties, signage, disinfectant, and related materials).
Post‑Event Disinfection Procedures
(Upon release by the State Veterinarian and removal of all animals from the grounds)
· Conduct power washing, disinfectant application, and waste removal in all affected areas.
· Determine whether any equipment, footing, or other materials require disposal.
· Clean and disinfect all stalls in accordance with the Biosecurity Protocol. Apply lime to dirt floors and aisles as appropriate.
